Researchers and Relationship-Building

•	 White researchers are a barrier: don’t understand language, culture, experience 
of racism; use token black staff members without any power to change things to 
make initial connections. 

•	 Older professionals can diminish the feelings and experiences of young people. 

•	 Researchers parachute into Black organisations without trying to build 
a relationship first and expect support and input. ‘They pillage our lived 
experiences, trauma, knowledge, skills and pain. The expect us to give them all 
of this for free or expect us to volunteer or time for free. They then parachute 
back out and turn everything they’ve pillaged from us into funding bids, and we 
never share in that or know what they do with the information they have.’
