
What is Access UCL?

Access UCL is UCL’s contextual offer scheme for students 
who are underrepresented at UCL. Eligible applicants who 
are made an offer receive an offer that is lower than the 
standard UCL entry requirements for the programme they 
have applied for. Eligibility criteria and the contextual 
offer for each programme can be found on the 
UCL undergraduate prospectus. 

How will UCL be supporting Access

academic support, as they may have met or exceeded 
the standard UCL offer.
